
If our Lord and Saviour, Jesus Christ 
could need the help of the Holy Ghost 
to come out of the grave, then we 

can’t need any less of the Spirit. This 
is why Romans 8:11 says if the Spirit 
of him that raised up Jesus from the 
dead dwell in you, he that raised up 
Christ from the dead shall also quicken 
your mortal bodies by his Spirit that 
dwelleth in you.“Quicken” as used here 
means to revitalize and give life. It is 
the Spirit of the Lord who gives life. He 
went into the grave and brought the 
dead body of Jesus back to life.

Jesus with all his anointing could not 
raise himself from the dead but relied 
on the power of God in the Holy Ghost 
to be brought back to life. This makes 
the Holy Spirit the real hero of Easter. 
This manifestation of the power in 
the Holy Ghost made Jesus to declare 
in Revelation 1:18 that, I am he that 
liveth, and was dead; and, behold, I am 
alive for evermore. If this can be made 
possible by the Spirit of the Lord then 
we will perpetually need the Holy Ghost 
to be truly alive in this world.

Let’s get to a point in our Christian 
walk where we don’t depend on blood 
to live but on the Spirit. In the Old 
Testament, Leviticus 17:11 says that 
the life of the flesh is in the blood. This 
means that you need the blood to live. 
But the New Testament counters this 
by saying we need the Spirit, and not 
blood, to live. This is found in John 
6:63 thus, The Spirit gives life; the flesh 

counts for nothing [NIV]. While the 
old order as captured in Leviticus 17:11 
says the life of the flesh is in the blood, 
John 6:63 asserts that it is the spirit that 
quickeneth; the flesh profiteth nothing: 
the words that I speak unto you, they 
are spirit, and they are life [KJV].

The Holy Spirit is indeed the life giver 
through whom we live. Could there still 
have been blood in Jesus’ body after 
three days in the grave? No. The Spirit 
who gives life without blood went into 
action and quickened him. Whereas the 
flesh profits nothing, the manifestation 
of the Spirit is given to everyone, not a 
selected few, to profit. When the power 
of God is at work in your life, what you 
are sure of is profit, and not loss.

Living the spirit-controlled life makes 
you lively. You are the happening person 
whenever you get to a place where 
things are not working. Everything 
comes alive and whatever you touches 
prospers because you have the Spirit 
of the Lord. This Spirit, not the blood 
in our mortal bodies, gives actual life. 
Even if the flesh is dead and you allow 
the Spirit to come upon you, you will be 
quickened immediately. Romans 8:11 
says if the same spirit that raised Jesus 
from the dead is in you, your mortal 
bodies will be quickened. 

The power of God cannot be in you 
yet sickness affects your members. 
The Holy Spirit and infirmity cannot 
cohabit in the same vessel. All you need 

to do is to pray dangerous tongues. 
The Holy Ghost in Acts 2 came with 
a prayer language. When you pray in 
that language, you are asking for help 
and calling for backup. You are handing 
commands and settling issues. The 
bible says you will receive power after 
the Spirit has come upon you. Power 
is what makes you active and for your 
world to take you serious. But it can 
only come when we live Ephesians 5:18 
which says be not drunk with wine, 
wherein is excess but be filled with the 
Spirit.

It is when you are filled with the Spirit 
that your life can reflect the power of 
God. Always top up the Holy Ghost 
that is on the inside of you. You must be 
filled on a daily basis. Pray in tongues 
when you wake in the morning until 
you are saturated with the Spirit. At this 
point you lose control of self and the 
Holy Spirit take over. Then you begin to 
issue words of power, make declarations 
and prophesies which are bound to 
manifest. This is when you experience 
that word of the Lord in Numbers 14:28 
that as ye have spoken in mine ears, so 
will I do to you.
